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 Abstract 

This study aimed to detect patterns of personal account scale Eysenck and 

the role of each of the following variables (age, place ,qualification, the 

economic level and the pattern of crime in influencing personality and its 

patterns for criminal prisoners in Hebron. To achieve the objectives of the 

study, the researcher used the scale '' Eysenck '' , for the personality , after 

being modified .The study was conducted on a sample of(60)prisoners in 

Hebron Reformation Centre, and accounted for (%75) of the study , The 

responses of the study were analized  by means , standard deviation and  the 

test  One Way Analysis of Variance .The results showed that the degree of 

prevalence of personality patterns according to Eysenck with criminal 

prisoners in Hebron is neuroticism, extraversion, lying, aggressive, 

psychotic, respectively,which are of medium degree . There are also  

significant differences on the total of the personality patterns and , psychotic 

and aggressive in favor of the age (20-35 years), and also in lying in favor of 

the age (35) years and over .There are no significant differences between the 

means of  Extraversion and neuroticism depending on the age variable. 

There are also no significant differences between the means of   respondents 

degrees  on the total of the personality  patterns and each of the following 

patterns: extraversion, neuroticism, psychotic, lying, aggression  depending 

on the variables place ,qualification ,economic status and the pattern of 

crime . Regarding the results of the study, the researcher recommended the 

need to adopt  Eysenck Personality in detecting patterns of personality  of 

criminal prisoners and getting counselors and   specialists aware of the 

patterns of personality depending on Eysenck, and the need to establish 

psychic centres  inside prisons  aiming at conducting studies and psychiatric 

examinations on the prisoners where contributing  to the psycho-social 

rehabilitation of prisoners and develop guidance programs for the family in 

order to help them acquire  the methods that lead to the development of a 

positive personality 
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
