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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to scrutinize Camp David Agreement signed on 17
September 1978 and its consequences on the Palestinian Case until 1982. General
principles framework on the settlement that was reached at Camp David to a
comprehensive peace based on Security Council resolutions 242, 338.To achieve a
peaceful settlement between Israel and its Arab neighbors who are willing to start
negotiations with them to achieve peace. The Convention came to a project of peaceful
settlement in the West Bank and Gaza Strip on the basis of the draft self-governess for a
chive transition of a period of five years by Egypt, Jordan and the elected Palestinians to
participation in negotiation between the parties.

This study shows the nature of the peace settlement signed at Camp David that
Identified a general framework for a settlement on the basis of resolution 242 .Which It
Does not include laying the foundation for a just, comprehensive and durable solution to
the Arab — Israeli struggle and Palestinian issue in accordance with the basis of
international legitimacy and united nation resolutions and international law.

The study is based on the historical approach, where the study will be initiatives to
resolve Arab — Israeli since 1967, as well as descriptive analytical method through the
analysis of historical documents in this area and review of previous studies that were
published.

The study is built on the hypothesis that what has been negotiated in Camp David
and that deals with the territories occupied in 1967( west bank and Gaza ). shape
mechanism for the cover of a bilateral agreement between Egypt and Israel, and the
premise that the peace agreement with Egypt wonted form departure on the Arab system,
which then called for a comprehensive solution between the parties to the struggle, and it
drove him to Egypt's progress and set an example for Arab — Israel relations later and The
hypothesis that the grounds on which the Convention does not establish join to link the
Egyptian and Palestinian tracks are not as dependent as the basic international law, but to
take specific decisions of a framework to solve the mystery.

And the study reached to a range of results including the willing some of the Arab
States of the public recognition of Israel in exchange for the establishment of an
independent Palestinian state on the 1967 borders and the insistence of the United States
and Israel to address the Palestinian cause from the angle of civil rights not political and
national rights, through the autonomy which separates the population and land, and Israel's
refusal to implement resolution 242, on the West Bank and Gaza, considered an integral



part of the State of Israel, ( the land of Israel) Egypt is exited of the Arab-Israeli conflict
,by the bilateral agreement Egyptian - Israeli negotiations, the principle of bilateral
negotiations and the individual Agreement on the expense of just, lasting and
comprehensive and that the settlement is to control the balance of power unbalanced in
favor of Israel and the will of power and the status without international law, international
legitimacy and its decisions and that exit the united nation from the settlement process and
the uniqueness of the United States.
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
