Abstract

The present study aimed at investigating the status of educational
counseling as seen by educational counselors & public school teachers in
Hebron,Governorate in terms of gender, age, job title, years of experience,
academic qualifications and school stage. To achieve its objectives, the
study tried to answer its questions.

The population included all educational counselors and public school
teachers in Hebron Governorate. A random sample was taken from both
groups: 66 counselors (73.4%) and 250 teachers (10%). The researcher
used a questionnaire made up of 52 items concerning the counselor’s duties
and classified into these four counseling domains:

- Development of the educational counselor and school counseling
program.

Relationship of the educational counselor with the students.

Relationship of the educational counselor with the teachers.

Relationship of the educational counselor with the local community.

To wverify its content validity, the measuring instrument or the
questionnaire was submitted for review to a jury of experts and specialists
in the field; its consistency coefficient was measured by Cronbach's alpha
coefficient and was (0.94). Statistical data were analyzed by several tools
or tests: numbers, percentages, mean scores, standard deviations, T-test,
one-way ANOVA, Scheffe’ test for comparisons, Cronbach's alpha
coefficient, and split-half. To perform data statistical analysis, the
computerized SPSS (statistical package for social sciences) was
used.

Results:

The results of the study were divided into two categories: those related
to the questions of the study and those related to its hypotheses.

Results of the Study Questions:
What is the status of educational counseling as seen by counselors and

teachers?

e Counselors’ & teachers’ responses concerning the status of educational
counseling were medium; arithmetic average was (2.99).

e Educational counselors’ responses concerning the status of educational
counseling were high; arithmetic average was (3.22).

o School teachers’ responses concerning the status of educational
counseling were medium,; arithmetic average was (2.93).




The most practiced counseling task as seen by both counselors and
teachers was the counselor’s top confidentiality concerning students’
troubles; arithmetic average was (3.49).

The least practiced counseling task as seen by both counselors and
teachers was the counselor’s coordination with the mass media to
disseminate the concept of counseling; arithmetic average was (2.37).
The highest of the practiced responses by counselors was that of their
top confidentiality concerning students’ troubles; arithmetic average
was (3.75).

The least of the practiced responses by counselors was that of their
coordination with the mass media to disseminate the concept of
counseling; arithmetic average was (2.12).

The highest of the practiced responses by teachers was that of the
counselor’s top confidentiality concerning students’ troubles.

The least of the practiced responses by teachers was that of their
coordination with the mass media to disseminate the concept of
counseling.

Results of the Study Hypotheses:

There were statistically significant differences at 0.05 level between
counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning the status of
educational counseling in all study domains and on the total scale
attributed to job title. These differences were all in favor of the
counselors; the mean, or the arithmetic average, for their responses
(3.22) concerning the status of educational counseling was found
higher than that for the teachers’ (2.93).

There were no statistically significant differences at 0.05 level
between counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning the status of
educational counseling in all study domains and on the total scale
attributed to gender. Males’ responses (mean = 2.99) and females’
responses (mean = 3.02) were found close.

There were no statistically significant differences at 0.05 level
between counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning these study
domains: the relationship of the counselor with the students, with the
teachers or with the local community on the total scale attributed to
age. However, there were statistically significant differences at 0.05
level between counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning the
development of educational counseling. The mean for counselors and
teachers below 30 years old was (3.31) whereas it was (3.03) for
counselors and teachers over 41.

There were no statistically significant differences at 0.05 level
between counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning the status of




educational counseling in all study domains and on the total scale
attributed to years of experience. The mean for counselors and
teachers with 4-6 years of experience was (3.02); with 1-3 years of
experience (3.01); and with 7 / over 7 years of experience (2.97).
There were statistically significant differences at 0.05 level between
counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning the status of
educational counseling in these study domains: counselor’s
development, counselor’s relationship with the students and
counselor’s relationship with the teachers on the total scale attributed
to academic qualifications. However, there were no statistically
significant differences at 0.05 level between counselors’ and teachers’
responses concerning the relationship of the counselor with the local
community.

There were no statistically significant differences at 0.05 level
between counselors’ and teachers’ responses concerning the status of
educational counseling in public schools of Hebron Governorate in the
four domains of the study on the total scale attributed to school stage.
Counselors’ and teachers’ responses about the status of counseling
the four study domains on the total scale were found close. The mean
for counselors and teachers of basic schools was (3.00), whereas that
for counselors and teachers of secondary schools was (2.99).

Recommendations;

Following are the most momentous recommended actions:

To provide training and rehabilitation courses or programs for the
counselors.

To disseminate, through mass media, the concept of educational
counseling. ,

To cooperate with educational institutions and exchange professional
visits.

To explain the role and relationship of the educational counselor with
the teachers and the local community.

To establish professional humanitarian relationships with the loecal
community.

To offer counseling services from the kindergarten stage.

To hold meetings with the teachers to follow up the students’ cases of
conduct.

To hold workshops or courses about educational counseling for
teachers.

To pay more attention to educational counseling.
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
