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Abstract:

This study aimed to know the degree of awareness of physical
education teachers of the difficulties of the learning environment in
the implementation of quotas.

The study population consisted of all teachers of physical education
specialists in the departments of Education, north of Hebron and the
center of Hebron, south of Hebron, who are (290) teachers according
to statistics from the directorates of education different in the Hebron
area of the academic year 2009 \ 2010.

The sample consisted of subjects (148) teachers at a rate of 58% of
the original population of the study were selected using stratified
random.

The researcher used the questionnaire measure of physical
education teachers aware of the difficulties of the learning
environment in the implementation of quotas, the researcher
introduced the resolution on the number of arbitrators to make sure of
the sincerity and knowledge of the stability of resolution was
calculated Cronbach alpha coefficient of stability, reaching a stability
coefficient (0.95).

To achieve the objectives of the study the researcher used statistical
methods and descriptive and analytical results of the study were as
follows:

- The degree of physical education teachers aware of the difficulties
of the learning environment in the implementation of their shares in
the Hebron area were intermediate.

- The results showed no statistically significant differences at the level
of significance (a< 0.05) between the mean scores of physical
education teachers aware of the difficulties of the learning
environment in the implementation of their shares attributable to the
variables (sex, educational qualification, grade and years of
experience).

- The study showed a statistically significant differences at the level of
(a< 0.05) between the mean scores of physical education teachers



aware of the difficulties of the learning environment in the
implementation of their shares due to the variable and in favor of the
Directorate of Education Directorate of Education in South Hebron.

The degree of the results came out a researcher of many of the
recommendations of the following:

1-Increased attention by the Ministry of Education's share of school
athletics.

2- Participation of experts and specialists and teachers in developing
curriculum and a clear and Specific Physical Education and meet the
needs and desires of students and preferences.

3- Provide students with a decision to study physical education and
physical education make a mark within the overall assessment should
be considered as the key material to the various exams, giving
attention to physical education and tax farming community of
students, particularly at the secondary.

4- Work to provide rooms Parts suitable for students take off clothes
and places to save (cabinets).

5- Consideration by the Ministry of Education and the Palestinian
higher education to make physical education materials within the
General Certificate of Education.

6- Other Similar studies include all the directorates of education in
Palestine.
