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The History of the Hanafi school in Palestine

Abstract :

| found that the Hanafi School in the Islamic jurisprudence, which is
attributed to the Imam Annu’man Ibn Thabet Attaymi Alkoufi peace be upon
him (150 Hijri), was prominent among the other jurisprudence schools in this
area. It was relied on for a long time in the Fatwa and the judiciary. In
addition, the schools and circles of teaching in the Alagsa Mosque and other
mosques were full of Hanafi scholars and students. Thus, it was necessary to
shed light on the history if this school in this country.

The aim of the study is to define the history of the Hanafi School in Palestine
by introducing the places where it was spread over and the scholars who
appeared among its several stages as well as the schools which taught its
principles. Moreover, this study aims at showing the effect of the Hanafi
School on Palestine through its adoption by the Fatwa and judiciary as a
reference in Palestine besides the appointment of the scholars of this school in
public positions such as Fatwa and judiciary, Imama and Khataba in Alagsa
Mosque. This research also sheds light on the most famous books composed
by the Hanafi scholars in Palestine which were important elements in the
jurisprudential movement at the time.

In this study, I followed the induction method of research, as | induced all the
books specialized in clarifying the bibliography of scholars in order to extract
the names of the Hanafi scholars in Palestine, elaborating about them and cite
all the information from the bibliography books. Besides induction I used the

descriptive method of research which is based on the analysis of results as



well as the historic method of research which collects information and revises
it.

The results of this research showed that the Hanafi School entered Palestine
through the students who studied in Irag and Egypt and it was disseminated in
several cities such as Jafa, Acre and Safad, however it was spread much more
in Jerusalem, the home of Al Agsa Mosque, as well as Gaza city. It is noted
that the Hanafi scholars were organized according to houses specialized in
this school principles such as Al Annagib houses, Al Attmrtashi and Al Aderi.
It is noted as well that the books of bibliography of Islamic scholars
mentioned only one scholar in the sixth century and another one in the
seventh century (Hijri). Since then, the number of scholars started to increase
gradually reaching the peak on the ninth century Hijri as | counted sixty one
scholars in this century alone among a total of one hundred and fifty scholars,
however, the number started to decrease between the tenth century and the
fourteenth century (Hijri).

The study recommends dedicating more studies to analyze the efforts of the
Hanafi scholars from Palestine during each century alone. Moreover, the
study calls for guiding the efforts of the students to investigate some of the

manuscripts composed by the Hanafi Scholars in Palestine.
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
