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ABSTRACT
Behavioral disorders Among the Children of Palestinian detainees
in the Bethlehem Governorate from the Point
of view of the mothers

This study aimed at knowing the level of the spreading of
behavioral disorders among the Children of the Palestinian
detainees in the Bethlehem Governorate as well as knowing the
most important Features of behavioral disorders which are spread
among these children from the point of view of the a mothers. It
also aimed at determining the disorders among the children
according to age, place of residence, gender, and educational level
of the parents and the income level of the family.

In order to achieve the aims of this study, the researcher
formulated the following questions:

1. What is the grade level of behavioral disorders among the
children of the Palestinian detainees in the Bethlehem
Governorate from the point of view of the mothers?

2. What are the dimensions of behavioral among the children
of the Palestinian detainees in the Bethlehem Governorate
from the point of view of the mothers?

3. What are the most important behavioral disorders among the
children of the Palestinian detainees in the Bethlehem
Governorate from the point of view of the mothers?

4. Are there statistically significant differences at the level
(o <0.05) in the averages of the level of behavioral disorders
among the Children of the Palestinian detainees in the
Bethlehem Governorate which are attributed to the
variables of gender , place of residence , age of the child,
level of income, level of father's education and level of
mother's education?

The sample of this study consisted of (201) mothers in the families
of the detainees in the Governorate of Bethlehem, They were
chosen by the stratified random sample method, and the sample
represents (20%) of the population of this study. The validity of
the tool was verified by presenting it to a number of referees.
Consistency of the instrument of the study in its different



dimensions was calculated by using the internal consistency
method by calculating the Cronbach Alpha formula. It was found
that the instrument of the study has a high level of consistency
where by it amounted to (91%).

The data were statistically treated by calculating the arithmetic
medians and standard deviations, the (T-test), one way Anova,
Tukey Test, and person correlation coefficient to make sure of the
validity of the instrument of the study.

The results indicated that the level of behavioral disorder of the
children of the Palestinian detainees in Bethlehem Governorate
from the point of view of the mothers was average and the median
was (3.35). It was also indicated that the most important features of
the behavioral disorders were represented in the phobia disorders.
However aggressive behavior was less than that. As for the items
of the instrument the most widely spread behavioral disorder was
strong attachment to family .However the least spread behavioral
disorder among the children was breaking things.

This study also revealed statically significant differences according
to the variable of gender. These differences in the cognitive
disorders were to the benefit of the males. However, it was
indicated that there are no differences according to the gender on
the total level of the questionnaire. It was indicated that there are
differences in behavioral disorders according to the age of the child
on the phobia dimension among the children whose age is (12.1 -
15) years and for the benefit of the children of the age (9.1 -12)
years in the dimensions of sleep disorders, hyperactivity,
behavioral disorders and anxiety and also on the total level.
However there were no statistically significant differences in the
behavioral disorders which are attributed to the variables of place
of residence, the level of the income of the family the level of the
father's educations and the level of the mother's education.

In the light of these results, the researcher came up with a number
of recommendations represented in calling for activating the role
of psychological guide at the Palestinian institutions whereby it
should include the children of the Palestinian detainees and
focusing on the suffering of the Palestinian child after the moment
of detention. Also with the increase in the spread of phobia
disorder at a high level among the children of the Palestinian
detainees, the researcher recommends that there should be
increasing in attention to treat this disorder and to limit its spread.
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
