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Abstract

This study aimed at recognizing the acquisition of creative writing
composition skills for the Ninth grade of Bethlehem Province Schools
(governmental, supervised by UNRWA, and Private schools).

This study has attempted to answer these two questions:

1- What acquisition do the Ninth grade students possess of the writing

composition skills in Bethlehem schools?

2- Are there statistically differences at the level (o = 0.05) among the

students' averages of the ninth grade in having the writing composition
skills due to gender, supervising authority on school, outside reading, or for
the reaction between study variables?

The population of the study was consisted of all the ninth grade students
studying during 2004/2005 in Bethlehem schools.

The sample of the study had been chosen in a clustery randomly way,
from the schools supervised by the government, and those that are
supervised by the U.N and private schools. The number of the sample is
(188) students, (94) are male, the others are (94) female students.

For recognizing the acquisition of having the writing composition skills
of the ninth grade student, the researcher has prepared a list, which
contained a ten- subject title of the creative writing composition that have
been shown for arbitration. Three titles have been chosen to be presented to
them as a test in the creative writing composition to write about one of the
three titles. On the other hand, the researcher derived a list that includes the
creative writing composition with its two fields: semblance and content.
The researcher adopted this list as a criterion of correction for the creative
writing composition, and then he made sure that the study tools were

credible and stable.



The researcher has applied the test to the study sample in the second

semester March in 2004/2005.

To answer the study questions and test its hypotheses, the suitable

statistic analyses were used. The averages, standard deviation, the (t-test),

the one-two and three-way ANOVA have been also used. The Cronabach

Alpha, Pearson Correlation, were used for making sure and counting the

equivalence among the correctors relevant the stability of the test.

The Results of the Study show us:

1-

Moderately, the Ninth Grade students have the writing composition
skills in general, yet they have low level of the creative writing

composition.

There are statistically differences at the level (o = 0.05) among the
students' averages in having the creative writing skills that can be
ascribed to gender in favor of female.

There are no statistically differences at the level (o = 0.05) among
the students' averages in having the creative writing composition that

can be ascribed to the variable of authority supervising on the school,

nor to the variable of outside reading.

There are statistically differences at the level (o = 0.05) among the

students' averages in having the creative writing composition that
can be ascribed the gender and the authority supervising on the
school in favor of male supervised by U.N and in favor of female

supervised by the government.
There are no statistically differences at the level (o = 0.05) among
the students' averages in having the creative writing composition that

can be ascribed to the interaction between gender and outside

reading, nor to the interaction between the authority supervising on



the school and outside reading, nor to the interaction between gender

and the authority supervising on the school, and outside reading.

According to these results, the researcher has presented

recommendations, some of them are:

1- Working for preparing a specializing composition book for the Ninth
Grade.

2- More than one session should be scheduled weekly for teaching
composition.

3- It's very necessary to get benefit from the results of the previous
studies that suggested sufficient programs for the development of
writing composition.

4- Encouraging students to show creative writing through competition
and cultural activities.

Conducting some studies relevant the writing composition is also

recommended by the researcher.
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
