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Abstract

The present study is concerned with a classical book on Arabic syntax,
I'rab Thalatheen Suratan wa Ayata al-Kursi al-Qur'an, (Syntactic Analysis
of Thirty Qur'anic Chapters and al-Kursi Verse) by Muhammad bin Khalil
al-Busrawi who died in HA 889 .

The book, one of the concise books written on the analysis of the Holy
Qur'an, was meant to be didactic, down-to-earth and supportive for learners
of the Holy Book of Islam .

In his works in general and this book in particular, the author's style was
found easy, interesting and purpose serving in a way not boring for the readers
and the beginners alike .

In the work under study, he syntactically as well as phonologically and
morphologically analyses thirty short Qur'anic chapters, or rather suras. He
starts with AL-Fateha (The Openning Chapter), moves to Al-Nnas (The
People), ends at Attareq (The Night Visitant) and enthrones his analysis with
Avyata al-Kursi (Al-Kursi verse) .

This work consists of two main parts: the study and the manuscript
verification. The study is divided into two chapters. The first chapter consists
of three sections about the author, Al-Muheb al-Busrawi: The first is about
his name, lineage, academic status, traits, religious school and death; the
second is about his masters and students, and the third is about his books and
works. The second chapter is about the book itself; it consists of five sections:
the first is about the literature relevant to the syntactic analysis of the Holy
Qur'an; the second is about the author's methodology and his position
towards the following issues:

* The Holy Qur'an, Qur'anic recitals, noble Prophetic Hadith, saws of
Prophet Muhammad's companions, poetry, proverbs and aphorisms .

* Juristic reasoning [in Islam ] .

* School of Basra and Kufa .

* His interest in meanings of words .

* Opinions he gave greater weight to .

* Justifications for many issues pertaining to syntax, morphology, and the like.
* The value and the characteristics of the book .

The third section is about the sources and references of the book, and the
fourth is a comparison between Al-Busrawi's book and Ibn Khalawyyah's,
(died in AH 370).

The fifth is about verifying the book under study in terms of title,
authorship, date of writing authorship of the manuscript book, and verification
methodology .



The second part of this work, the manuscript verification, includes the
following:

* Citing the text, verifying it and commenting on it .

* Technical indices for Qur'anic verses, Qur'anic recitals, noble Prophetic

Hadith, saws, poetry, great figures, books cited in the manuscript, nations

and tribes, places and countries, and themes .
* Bibliography and references .

Finally, I hope, through this humble endeavor, to serve the Holy Qur'an and
the Arabic language .
