This is a study to AL- Waq'a Sura . It is a rhetoric and an analytic study . I deal with
Sura taking into consideration its definition , its nomination , its occasion , its virtue
and its subjects .

The study of the three rhetorical sciences which includes ( The meanings , Al- Bayan
and eloquence ) that indicated in Al —Wagq'a Sura to recognize the rhetorical
inimitability sections to find out the eloquence words and its evidences .

In Meanings the sections of the informal and compositional statements , separation
and conjunction between the shared subjects , conciseness and redundancy have been
discussed in this study . The study depended on application research .

In Al- Bayan , the sections were restricted on simile as in Al-Waq'a Sura and
depended on the application research , too .

The study of eloquence which includes two parts :
Verbal intangibleness Lulu amelioration , verbal Lulu amelioration and the branches
of rhetoric to study its evidences and to recognize the sections on rhetorical
inimitability .

The study illustrated the eloquence beauty in AL- Waq'a Sura and showed the linkage
between the eloquence and Islamic statue or legislation . In this way eloquence adds
attractive style to the words .

The style which the study used is descriptive inductive analysis research . This
research explains the three rhetoric techniques in Suras and showed eloquence words
and rhetorical analysis techniques .

The most important results of this study that the Holy Qur'an is full of inimitability
and every letter is an inimitable one . It is approved that the versification has a
relationship of the strongest explanation and the relationship of meanings has a
connection with the core of Al- Wag'a Sura . This includes restrlcted facts which
bedazzle the hearts and guide the minds .

This is done clearly because rhetoric is being explained by using its informative and
compositional sentences and it is due to the connection between the shared subjects.
The conciseness and redundancy which adds beauty to the words .

However , "Al Bayan" science is not found in Al-Wag'a Sura too much . There is only
the simile which is found in few locations in Al-Waq'a Sura .

According to Lulu you can find it in the great eloquence meaning that bedazzle the
hearts and minds . The meaning and the words are connected with each other like one
body bodying and import . Lulu not only adds beauty and rhetoric to the words but it
also adds attractive style. ,

The most important recommendations In AL —Waq'a Sura are :

(1) to guide the researchers to study the rhetoric of the Holy Qur'an by encouraging
and supporting them financially and morally to establish private centers for this

purpose .

(2) to develop the use of rhetorical inimitability methods at schools and universities to
give the holy Qura'n its right by composing learning curricula to study the rhetorical
inimitability of the Qura'n and its rhetoric as main courses at schools and universities .
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
