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Abstract

The views of students and graduates on whether supervision of
the master thesis in education possess the supervisory skills at
Al-Quds and Birziet universities

This study aims at knowing the views of students and graduates on
whether supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities.

This study tries to answer the following questions: _

1- What is the evaluation of the students and graduates on whether
supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities?

2- What is the evaluation of the students and graduates on whether
supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities in the sphere of knowledge of
specialization?

3- What is the evaluation of the students and graduates on whether
supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities in the sphere of knowledge of
the regulations of higher studies?

4- What is the evaluation of the students and graduates on whether
supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities in the sphere of human
relations?

5- What is the evaluation of the students and graduates on whether
supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities in th® sphere of the time
allotted for supervision? |

6- Do the average estimates of the students and graduates on whether
supervision of the master thesis in education possess the supervisory
skills at Al-Quds and Birziet universities, differ according to the
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following variables: Age, sex, Student status, GPA, university, and
specialization.

The study population consisted of (270) students from all who were about
to graduate, and graduate of the MA program in Education at Al-Quds and
Birziet universities.

The researcher chose a Stratfied random sample study, which consisted
of (159) students, males and females. The researcher designed the
Questionnaire, which included (48) items, distributed on four spheres:
knowledge of specialization, knowledge of the regulations of higher
studies, human relations, and the time allotted for supervision.

The Validity of the study was checked by bringing it before a group of
experts arbiters who possess the necessary skills and expertise, and also by
calculating the correlation coefficient for the tool, by using pearson
correlation.

The Consistency of the tool of the study was calculated by the internal
Consistency, by using the Cronbach Alpha equation; the study tool
enjoyed a very high degree of Consistency, which was about (0.97).

In order to answer the questions and hypothesis of the study the
researcher used the necessary statistic for the data by extracting the
numbers, the percentages, Means, and standard deviations, and the t — test,
one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), Tukey test, by using the
statistical packages for social sciences (SPSS) program.

The study has shown the following results:

1. The degree of the students and graduates evaluation for the possession
of the supervisors of the master degree in Education for the supervisory
skills in Al-Quds and Birziet universities was very high. The Mean for
possessing these skills reached the overall measure (3.94). On the top
of which was: the skills of knowing the specialization with a Mean
(4.04), followed by the skills of human relations (4.02), then the skill of
knowing the regulation of higher studies (3.94) and last the skill of the
time allotted of supervision with an average of (3.74).

2. The lack of differences with statistical denotation at the level of (0 =
0.05) in the degree of the students and graduate evaluation for the
possession of supervisors of the master in Education for the supervisory
skills in Al-Quds and Birziet universities, refers to the sex variable and
to the GPA variable, and the university variable.
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3. The presence of differences of statistical denotation at the level of (@ =

0.05) in the degree of the students and graduate evaluation for the
possession of supervisors of the master in Education for the supervisory
skills in Al-Quds and Birziet universities, refers to the age variable and
the differences in the supervisory skills related to: knowledge of
specialization, knowledge of regulations of higher study, and the skills
of the time allotted for supervision, and the overall degree, for the
benefit of the age group (25 — 35).

. The presence of differences of statistical denotation at the level of (@ =
0.05) in the degree of the students and graduate evaluation for the
possession of supervisors of the master in Education for the supervisory
skills in Al-Quds and Birziet universities, refers to the students status
variable and the differences of the supervisory skills were in the:

human relation, and the time allotted, for the benefit of students who
were about to graduate.

. The presence of differences of statistical denotation at the level of (o =
0.05) in the degree of the students and graduate evaluation for the
possession of supervisors of the master in Education for the supervisory
skills in Al-Quds and Birziet universities, refers to the specialization
variable, the comparative by using Tukey, show that the differences
between the students in the Education Administration specialization
and students of Methods of Teaching was the sake of methods of
teaching. The differences were also between the students of the
Methods of teaching specialization and the students of Psychological
and Educational Counseling was the sake of the students of the
Methods of teaching as too for the overall degree, the differences were
between the students of the Education Administration specialization
and the students of the Methods of Teaching Specialization were for the
sake of the students of Method of Teaching.

. Most of the students and graduates of Education Faculty in Al—Quds
and Birziet universities were satisfied by the nature of supervision of
the master thesis in the two universities, the percentage was (76.9 %)
with, and (23.1 %) against.

In the light of these results the researcher comes up with the following

recommendations:

1. Reducing the teaching load on the university staff members in order to
have time for research and supervision of master thesis.

2. Carrying out studies about the views of the supervisors of the master

thesis in the programs of higher studies at the universities of Palestine.
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. Carrying out studies on the views and evaluation of the students of
higher studies in all universities in the different colleges and
specialization.

.. Carrying out studies about the relation between the student of higher
studies and the supervisors of the master thesis in the same gender.

. Carrying out regular studies to evaluate the results of the research and
to assess the programs and thesis of master degree in the universities in
Palestine in order to develop them.

. The enhancement and encouragement of the students of higher studies
to express their opinions subjectively away from personal partiality in
~evaluation.

. Limiting the number of thesis supervised by the supervisor so that it
wouldn’t exceed five thesis in each semester.

. Supporting the libraries of universities in Palestine and providing the
necessary budgets to supply them with up to date specialized references
and periodicals, which necessary for scientific research.
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
