The aim of this study was to recognize The perception of the high
school principals and students parents in Hebron directorate, about the
interaction between the school administration and the local community
from the point of perception of both the principals and the parents. And

this was through the answer of the following two questions.

1.What is the perception of the high school principals ,and the local
students parents about the interaction between the school administration

and the local community?

2.Does the perception of the secondary school administration differ than
the perception of the students parents, about the interaction between the
school administration and the students parents due to the study variables.

responsibility(parent or principal), sex, directorate, educational level ,and

principal's years of experience ?




The study population consisted of 80 male and female secondary
school principals in Hebron directorate, for the academic year2005/2004.

And also included the parents of all the secondary level students (first and

second secondary classes)(N=15000)

The study sample included 60 male and female principal , and 390

parents, whom they were randomly selected

To achieve the study aims, the researcher developed a questionnaire to
measure the perception of the high schools principals and students parents

in Hebron directorate, about the interaction between the school

administration and the local community. in Hebron directorate.

The questionnaire included 46 items distributed over three

dimensions.
1. What are the things that the school provides to the students? 15

items .
2. What are the things that the school provides to the local society? 16

items .
3. What are the things that the community provides to school ? and

15 items.

The researcher have validated the above questionnaire by presenting it

to (20) referees. Cronbach Alpha equation was used to test the reliability,

and the result of this equation was (0.93) .




After performing the suitable analysis, the study showed the following
results )
1. The Actual relation between the secondary schools administrations. -
and the local society from the point of perception of both the
parents and the schools principals, was moderate .with a mean of

3.31 And a standard deviation of (0.55 ).

2. There is a statistically significant differences (o= 0.05), in the
responses means of the perception between the secondary school
administrations and the local community ,due to the type of |

responsibility and in favor of principals.

3. There were no statistically significant differences (o = 0.05), in
the responses means of the relationship between the secondary
school administrations and the local community, due to

directorate, sex, principals experience, and the educational level

In the light previous results .the researcher arrived at some
