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Abstract

The Zionist Lobby: Techniques and impact on U.S. Foreign Policy and

the consequences on the Palestinian Case from 1967- 1994

This study is concerned with techniques and methods of Zionist Lobby organizations in
U.S. as well as the resulting impact, which certainly influence the decision makers of the
American external politics. It’s worth mentioning most of those organizations are included
in Zionist Lobby, Anti Defamation League, Hadassah, United Jewish Call, and
International Zionist Conference, moreover the other belongs to Israeli Lobby, for instance
American Israeli Public Relations Commission (AIPC), the United Israeli Call.

Using money, information, spying, universities conferences, and media, etc. are best
examples of the techniques, which used by the Israeli Lobby. As far as the American
decision is highly significant in the world to the extent that the activities of such
organizations relying on it, the research is in the U.S. represented by the foundations of
decision makers and the American people including their different categories. While the
research time focuses on the influence of the techniques on the Palestinian case since the
end of sixties and the early of nineties of the 20™ century.

One of the most important goals of this study, is to study the techniques of Zionist Lobby,
which aim, is to keep the superiority of Israeli state. Further more to reread the affects of
such activities on Palestinian people survival, as the Israeli superiority could not be existed
without affecting Palestinian people survival, therefore group of questions have been
answered In this study.

The questions this research deals with are: What is the lobby?, the foundation of the lobby,

the features of its power, its influence on U.S. Congress, to what extent it affects the
Palestinian case.

Jewish, Americans, and Arab authors who have experienced long experiences in U.S. as
well as politics field.

All what have been presented in the chapters of this study, led to certain conclusions, and
answers for the questions and the hypotheses, which was the center of this study. One of
these revealed conclusions is that the Zionist Lobby has the has used different systematic
pressure techniques to make it strong to the extent that it has a great influence on forming

and making the American politics especially the one in the Middle East, mainly what is
related with the Palestinian case.

The conclusions include the strategically and mental techniques which has a great power in
the American elections results in its different levels, as they have used Christianity and its
followers as well as having strong relationship with American parties, in addition
establishing mutual relationships with other different components of the American society,

which makes it stronger. All what has mentioned can explain the negative effects on the
Palestinian case.

One of the most significant indications of the negative aspect of the Zionist Lobby is the
declaration of Nahom Goldman, the president of the International Jewish Conference, in
which he asked Carter to stop the interference of these organizations in the Palestinian
Israeli conflict, considering them as (anti factors) to any peace attempt.

The study recommendations urge continuous study of the Zionist and Israeli Lobbies as
the more such organizations are realize with its different forms, the more the importance of
building up the Palestinian and the Arabic awareness.

Moreover, it is important to form a strong Palestinian and Arab lobby in the U.S to
promote Arab interest and the Palestinian case. It is also important to publish what has

been concluded by other scholars in order to face and resist the consequences, so that Arab
interests are better served.
