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Abstract

This  study has  discussed  the  teaching  of Islamic  doctrines
(principles) for girls in the northern districts of Palestine through which we have been
recognised to the meaning of Shari’a science and the education for female in Islam
through ages. Also we have been recognised to the schools and colleges that teach
Shari’a (the Islamic doctrines) for girls in the northern districts of Palestine regarding
their establishment, development and their goals in addition of considering the
importance of Shari’a education for girls in schools and universities, its role in society,
and the role of Shari’a graduates in societes. The reason for this study is that it submits
the actual and realistic information about the Shari’a education for girls in Palestine
which is under a savagery attack in these days in order to distort it. Also, this study
could be a reference to all those who want to recognize the history of Shari’a education
for girls in Palestine and its development.This study depends on the questionnaire,
descriptive, analytic methods and historical methods. The study explains the study
background and its questions. Then it includes the education in Islam, and to be
introduced to the Shari’a schools for girls in the northern districts in Palestine:- its
growing up, development, and aims. And also to be introduced to the colleges that teach
the Shari’a for girls in the northern districts in Palestine: it's growing up, development,
and aims in addition to showing the importance of Shari’a education in the schools and
universities for girls and the role of this in the society. Besides it introduces the role of
Shari’a education for girls in the society and this includes the establishments in which
the graduates work and the effect of this in the society.lt also includes the
questionnaires and the statistic analysis; three questionnaires have been made for the
Shari’a schools girls as well as the students of the Shari’a colleges in the universities.

The study focuses on the problem of the study in the means of progressing of Shari’a
education for girls, and the effect of the graduates on society, besides to the role of
schools and colleges that teach Islamic doctrines in the northern districts in Palestine.

The importance of this study is to show the importance of Shari’a education for girls in
the northern districts in Palestine and the effect of this education on the society and the
number of girls that have got Shari’a education along the years in both stages: the
schools and the universities. The study has been completed in the 1% and 2" semester in
the university year 2007-2008. It has covered the northern districts in Palestine (West
Bank): it covered the governorate which includes Shari’a schools for girls and Shari’a

colleges.



The study society was formed by a random sample of Shari’a student girls, Shari’a
college students and the Shari’a college graduates in the northern districts in Palestine.
One of the significant out comes is the interest of Islam in women's doctrine teaching
and stimulating that aspect.

There are four schools in the northern districts that teach doctrine subjects beside the
syllabuses prepared by the ministry of education.

Also there is significant result which is the appeal of the doctrine studies in the recent
years more than what was in the past.

This is apparently clear in the number of college of Shari’a in the northern districts and
the number of Shari’a graduates.

The Shari’a teaching faces a number of hardships: the most important ones are the
political, economic and social obstacles. And the lack of work opportunities for
graduates. Also the appeal for founding Shari’a stream that is in parallel to the scientific
and literary streams in schools and establishing unmixed Shari’a colleges for girls has
been discussed. The recommendations have included the employing of the qualified
Indies in the Ministries of Education, Endowments (Waqf Ministry) as well as the
supreme judge department -Shari’a courts- and in any other places that require such in

society.
