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Abstract

The Attitudes Of Secondary Stage Students Towards
Co- Education In Bethlehem governorate

The purpose of this study was to determine the attitudes of secondary stage
students towards Co- education in Bethlehem governorate. For that purpose, a
questionnaire was developed and distributed (240) male and female students from
both government and private school in Bethlehem District. As for the sampling
procedure (10% ) of students was obtained via a stratified random selected from
the original population of the study.

The study started off with a number of research questions which were converted
into a number of hypotheses. The prediction of such hypotheses was basically
that there was no statistically significant difference at the (0=0.05) in the attitudes
of secondary school students towards Co-education in school with regard to sex,
stream, school type, religion, place of residence, or present's level of education.

For the purpose of this study a descriptive approach was adopted, and a two- part
questionnaire was developed. The first part asked for general information about
the subject.

The second part was designed to solicit the subjects opinions on issues pertaining
to Co-education in school. This part was made up of (7) categories.

Category1 (item 1-4) explored the field of students school achievement.

- Category? (item 5-9) dealt with the field of religious commitment.

Category 3 (item 10-16) concerned the field of social interaction.

Category 4 (item 17-23) assessed the field of the students personality.

Category 5 (item 24-25) explored the field of learning economy.

Category 6 (item 26-28) addressed the field of classroom management.

Category 7 (item 29-30) dealt with the field of preparing for university life.




Validity of the instrument, was determined. Moreover, the reliability coefficient
was calculated following Cronbach's alpha approach to estimation of internal
consistency whereby the overall degree of consistency proved to be (0.80). The
required statistical operation were carried out using the (SAS) statistical program.

The results of my data analysis can be summarized as follows:

1. There is no statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the
secondary school students towards Co-education in school according to sex
variable in relation to the issues of school achievement, religious
commitment, social interaction, student's personality, and learning
economic. However, there is statistically significant variance with regard to
the issues of classroom management and preparing for university life in far
our of female students.

2. There is no statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the
secondary school students towards Co-education according to streams
(scientific or literary) in relation to school achievement, religion
commitment, social interaction, student's personality, learning economyc,
and classroom management. But there is statistically significant variance
regarding the issues of preparing for university life in favor our of the
literary stream students.

3. There is statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the secondary
school stage students towards Co-education according to school type in
relation to school achievement, religion commitment, social interaction,
preparing for university life in favor of the students of private school.

4. There is a statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the secondary
school stage students towards Co-education according to school gender in
relation to the teacher, qualification, religious commitment, learning
economy in favor of co-educational school, and also in relation to the
issues of preparing for university life in favor of Co-education school.

5. There is a statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the secondary
school stage students towards Co-education according to religion in
relation to the issues of religious commitment, social interaction, preparing
for university life in favor of Christian students.

6. There is no statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the
secondary school stage students towards co-education according to the
place of residence in relation to the issues of school achievement, religious




commitment, social interaction, student's personality, learning economy,
classroom management, But there is a statistically significant variance with
regard to the issues of preparing to university life in favor of city residents.

7. There is no statistically significant variance in the attitudes of the
 secondary school stage students fowards co-education according to the
fathers level of education in relation to the issues of school achievement,
religious commitment and social interaction, student's personality,
classroom management, preparing to university life, But there is a
statistically significant variance with regard to the issues of learning
economy in favor to student whose fathers have elementary education .

There is no statistically significant variance in the attitudes of thesecondary
school stage students towards co-education according to thefathers level of
education in relation to the issues of schoolachievement,religious
commitment, social interaction, student's personality, learningeconomy ,
classroom management and preparing to university life,

Overall, the results of the study have revealed that the attitudes of secondary
school students towards co-education are positive at an average of (4.03), but

with a descending order according to the above issues .
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
