This study aims to measure the hypothesis which
says that there is an effect of the industrial market
needs on the training operations in vocational
training institutions. To measure the elemants of the
hypothesis, seven sub hypothesis have been
formulated in order to collect the details and then test
them to achieve conclusions which would prove the
main hypothesis which is the titele of this research.
The market needs are the independent element while
the training operaition is the secondary element. The
population of the study consists of six cities which
are: Jenin, Nablus, Ramallah, Bethlehem, Hebron,
Jericho, and Eizeryah in the West Bank.The sample
population consists of 300 peaple grouped in three
main sections. The sections were chosen randomly,
and randomly grouped into the following:

1- Vocational Training Institutions Instructors.

2- Vocational Training Institutions Graduates - they
are the workers.

3- Owners of industrial istablishments and accessory
workshops. All groups were asked to answer
aquestionnaire which took into consideration the
particularties of each of the groups. However, the
designed questionnaire for each section has been
prepared so as to meet its special characteristics.
Some of the questions bieng asked for the subjects,
however, have the same formulation since they fit the
subject.
