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Abstract

The study aimed to Identify critical reading skills in Arabic language and its relationship to
creative reading among the students of the tenth grade in the Directorate of South Hebron
Education. The study was applied to a sample of (344) students from the tenth grade
students were selected randomly (cluster)), and was analyzed The data showed the
following results:

The level of critical reading skills reached the mean (67,450), the presence of statistically
significant differences in the mean of critical reading skills attributed to sex, and the
presence of statistically significant differences in the arithmetic averages of critical reading
skills due to the variable of achievement in favor of high level students. (73.953), the
absence of statistically significant differences in the mean of creative reading skills
attributed to sex, and the presence of statistically significant differences in the arithmetic
mean of creative reading skills attributed to the variable of academic achievement in favor

of high level students.

The results showed a statistically significant relationship between critical reading skills and
creative reading skills among tenth grade students in the Directorate of Southern Hebron
Education, where the value of the Pearson correlation coefficient (0.722) is a positive and
high value so that the more critical reading skills the more creative reading skills, and vice
versa. Accordingly, the researcher recommends the introduction of critical and creative
reading skills in the curriculum and curricula of the Arabic language in the learner. The
teacher preparation programs include training in the methods of teaching critical and
creative reading skills and clarifying their importance, benefits and skills for their
development within the curriculum classes and plans of the Arabic languag.
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
