This study aimed at investigating the effect of feminization of

Educational establishments on Fourth Grade Students results in Arabic

Language in south Hebron directorate and its effect on students

attitudes.This study attempted specifically to answer the following

questions :

1. Did the achievement of the basic fourth grade students in Arabic vary
according to gender of students or teachers.?

2. Did the basic fourth grade students general attitudes toward the

Arabic language differ by the gender of both students and teachers?

3. Did the Basic Fourth grade students general views toward
feminization differ by the student gender ?

4. Is there any relation between the students{fourth grade} achievement
in Arabic language and their attitudes toward it ?

The population of this study consisted of fourth grade students in South
Hebron district governmental schools belong to the directorate of
education for the year 2003/2004.They were 5463 among {168} sections
in 98 schools ,2792 were males in {83} sections,and {2671} were
females in 85 sections .A cluster stratified random sample was choosen
which consisted of four sections.It consisted of 86 male students and 64
female students.The teachers were changed. A male teacher taught the

experimental female section.A female teacher taught the experimental




male section .The female controlled group has remained at school
taught by a female teachers. The a male group remained at school taught
by male teachers. The researcher used an achievement test,questionnaire
and a pre- test to ensure the equivalency of groups . These tests were
supervised by expert people to make it valid .Some of the statistical
analysis results:There were significant differences which were
attributed to gender in the favoure of the male teachers. Moreover, the
results of this study indicated that there were significant differences
concerning students attitudes toward the Arabic Language according to
the students gender pro female students.There are also differences
according to the students gender for females .Most significantly, there
were differences concerning students attitudes toward feminization pro
mail teachers that female students are more motivated to be taught by
mail teachers whereas mail students are less motivated to be taught by
female teachers.

In light of these results ,some recommendation were suggested .

1 The necessity to make further experimental studies in many
directorates,so that to evaluate the experience fully before generalizing
it. Moreover to study the effect of the teachers gender on different
subjects at school is important.

2 To make evaluating and successive studies for school students
which are feminized when the students are transmitted to other schools to
know how much they will adapt themselves

psychologically, and mentally.
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
