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Abstract

Title of the study: Cultural Globalization and its Impacts on the Arab Community, the
Palestinian Youth as a Model.

The study aims to identify the cultural globalization and its impacts on the Arab society and
the Palestinian youth in particular.

The field phase of the study included only the category of Palestinian youth particularly in
the Gaza Strip, from the senior students of Alagsa, Alazhar and the Islamic University. The
students' number is estimated to 4500 according to the statistics of admission and
registration offices. The researcher selected a 10% random sample of the study society, so
the sample is composed of 450 Palestinian students.

The researcher adopted the analytic descriptive approach and to achieve the goals of the
study, answer its questions and test its assumptions, two questionnaires are prepared:

cerebral model of globalization and globalization's impacts on the Palestinian Youth.

In terms of the cerebral model of globalization, results are as the following:

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the meaning of
cultural globalization as particularly focusing on striping the national and regional identity
and internationalizing it in the West, which poses a threat to culture, religion, language,
heritage and customs which got 230 (51.1.)

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the cultural
impact of globalization, which is retreat of cultural and cognitive production and the Arab
renaissance cognitive deficiency to produce new concepts, and being satisfied with the
produced western thought which got 228 (50.7%).

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the political
impact of globalization, which is the fragmentation of the Arab world and the revival of
ethnic and tribal tendencies and sectarian and this got 174 (38.7%)

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the social
impact of globalization that is the decline of moral values and the spread of sexual
permissiveness and sexual violence with 177 (39.3%).

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the economic

impact of globalization, which is the rise in the rates of poverty and unemployment among




Arab citizens in the reliance on technology and the lay-off and replacement of public sector

development and privatization. This got 229 (50.9%)

* The largest two ratings of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the
advantages of cultural globalization, which are the emergence of the Internet and the spread
of information technology and communications as well as the increase of cultural
awareness among different groups of the society and their ability to access information.
Each got 254 (56.4%) .

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the
disadvantages of cultural globalization, which is the use of technology and means of
communication negatively. This got 258 (57.3).

* The largest rating of youth responses in the Palestinian community was to the strategies
of facing globalization by paying more attention to the youth, protecting and enhancing
their status and ensuring their participation in the decision-making at all levels and

satisfying all their needs as well. This had 326 (72.4%).

In terms of the impacts of the cultural globalization on youth in the Palestinian
society, results were as the following:

There are significant differences between the globalization impact level and the assumed
(default) rate is 70%. This means that the level of cultural globalization impact on the
youth in the Palestinian society is less than 70% as an assumed rate.

There are no significant differences between the level of cultural globalization impact on
the youth in the Palestinian society according to the variety of sex.

* There are no significant differences in the level of cultural impact of globalization on
young people in the Palestinian society related to the variable of participation in cultural
and social activities.

* There are no significant differences in the level of cultural impact of globalization on
young people in the Palestinian society related to the variable of the type of university.

* There are no significant differences in the level of cultural impact of globalization on

young people in the Palestinian society related to the variable of the type of political

affiliation.



The study recommended the necessity of being aware of the globalization's dangers on the
youth and Arab and Palestinian society as well as working to make them aware of such
dangers and set up plans and programs by the concerned institutions guarantee taking care
of the youth, promote their position in the society, guarantee their participation in decision
making, satisfying their needs and improving their capabilities to deal and adapt with
updates in a moderate and rational manner.

It also recommended the necessity of positive adaptation to globalization and openness to
cultures in addition to active participation to establish a new alternative and supportive
globalization to achieve justice among citizens protect environment and resources, respect

human and people's rights and developing the democracy of real participation.
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
