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Abstract 

 

Using comparative analysis, the study reviewed the essential powers of the constitutional 

judge based on the statues of the Basic Palestinian Law (Interim Constitution), the law of 

the Supreme Constitutional Court, as well as jurisprudence and examined the extendibility 

of such powers.  

The researcher studied the original authorities based on the competencies stipulated in the 

Basic Law, namely, the supervision of the constitutionality of laws, regulations, 

regulations, etc., interpretation of the provisions of the Basic Law and legislations and the 

separation of jurisdictions between judicial bodies and administrative bodies with 

jurisdiction. To the constitutional judge based on his original competences of the authority 

to verify the interest, status, nationality, and authority of the response.The researcher also 

looked into the possibility of expanding the powers through the study of comparative 

systems, especially Egyptian and Jordanian, supported by many judicial rulings issued by 

the constitutional courts and jurisprudential views. 

In the second chapter, the study examined the legal system of the judge's powers, in terms 

of the general conditions that must be met for the judiciary such as nationality, track record 

and reputation, as well as the conditions of the person of the constitutional judge such as 

age, exclusive commitment and implied issues related to the nature of the constitutional 

provisions, in the form of revealing retrospective, and arising directly impact, absolute 

authority, and the relative legitimacy, to all authorities and individuals. 

The study concluded with a set of conclusions and recommendations to address the gaps in 

the Supreme Constitutional Court Law No. (3) of 2006, the most important of which is the 

definition of the powers of the Constitutional Court in the Basic Law and the handling of 

the broad texts therein,  In particular the special conditions, to ensure the necessary 

specialization and cognitive competence required for the function of the constitutional 

judiciary and amending article (24) concerning the determination of the president's 

eligibility for violating the nature of the constitutional provisions; and amending the nature 

of the constitutional provisions to be of a direct futuristic rather than a retroactive nature 
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
