Abstract :

The study is an investigation of “Al-Haj” book from its beginning to the chapter
of crimes from the book “Fath Al-Qadeer” by Mohammad Bin Abdel Wahid Al-
Sewasy who is known as “Kamal Bin Al-Hmam” who died in 861 AH, which is a
discussion and explanation of “Al-Hidaya” book by Burhan Al-Dien Ali Bin Abe
Bakr Al-Marghenany who died in 593 AH.

This research includes two sections, the first part, introduces Al-Marghenany
and his book “Al-Hidaya”, then it contains an introduction for Ibn Al-Hamam and
his book “Fath Al-Qadeer”. The second part is an investigation which interpreted and
described the original writing that are accredited for investigation and uses “Al-Haj”

book as evidence.

I chose this book (“Fath Al-Qadeer”) due to its high importance for Al-Hanafi
sect in particular, and for Islamic jurisprudence in general. Moreover, because it
contains intensive materials that are derived from the original resources of
interpretation and “Hadith”, and Islamic origins for jurisprudence and language those

are used for interpretation.

I used the descriptive approach in this study, and tuned the book text so it is

closest to the book author form.

The study showed the following results: if a person has lost his consciousness
before Thram for pilgrimage or Omra, in this case no one can make the Jhram instead
of him. In addition, if a woman has her monthly period, her Tawaf is permissible

because of its necessity, and she has nothing else to do. In addition, I found that the



throwing is permissible before the disappearance of Al-Tashreeq days.

I recommend and ask the students and knowledge seekers to give high
importance and priority for manuscript books since it contains huge amount of
knowledge and science. Moreover, I recommend continuing in the investigation of

“Fath Al-Qadeer” book because it has remarkable value in Islamic jurisprudence.
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
