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Abstract 
This study took on one of the most familiar characters in the Hanafi Fiqh ̪ and that is 

Khayr al-Din ibn Ahmadal-Ramli. He is considered one of the diligent characters of the 

Hanafi School in Palestine. The Fiqh School supports al-Ramlis work̪therefore the nation 

received his Fatwas with reassurance and acceptance. 

This study aims to analyze Khayr al-Din al-Ramli̪  beginning with the explanation of óal-

Ramliô ̪through the definition of his name̪ title  ̪nickname̪ and by talking abut his birth̪ 

upbringing̪ his teachers and his students ̪his doctrine and faith. 

This research contains the description of the era that al-Ramli lived in̪  starting with the 

Ottoman period. Continuing witha notice on the political ̪social̪  economic̪ scientific and 

cultural life. 

This study also includes an insight of the Hanafi School through the eyes of the Imam Abu 

Hanifa Foundation and the origin of the Hanafi School and how it spread in Palestine 

through al-Ramlis works. This analysis focuses on the effect of al-Ramlis book óAl-Fatawa 

Al -Khayriya Li Nafie Al-Bariyaôand his letters that contain questions directed at him from 

the sheiks of the Hanafi School of his time. 

In this study I adopted the descriptive analytical method ̪since it relies on the conveyance 

of the scholars quotations̪ and comparisons̪ with the intent of reaching the Fiqh of al-

Ramli and to indicate his position and approach. 

This studyfocuses on the effect al-Ramli had in the Fiqh through his book óAl-Fatawa Al-

Khayriya Li Nafie Al-Bariyaôand his letters containing answers to questions directed at 

him from the sheiks of the Hanafi School of his time.  
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Al-Ramli was an important symbol of the Hanafi School in his day; the proof of it can be 

retraced through the translations he was mentioned in ̪and the large number of his students 

who spread the Hanafi Fiqh in Egypt and Palestine. 

Al -Ramlis time is considered to be a late phase in the Hanafi School because the doctrine 

was at a stage of stability̪ but he was one of the most diligent characters in this School. 

The importance of this study is that it collects the topics and matters that al-Ramli put 

painstaking effort into and pursued.This study also takes on the major books of the Hanafi 

School̪ which display al-Ramlis status in the doctrine noting the extent of dependency in 

his Fiqh views.
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
