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Abstract:  

This is a brief summary of my research on the mansubat or accusatives in 
the Quranic chapter of Baqara (Cow).  

The holy Quran has been thoroughly studied by scholars in terms of 
interpretation, philology, and phonology. In this study,  I have opted to delve into 
the harakat diphthongs and phonological signals. My theme here is the occurrence 
of  accusatives in surat al Baqara (chapter II). Indeed, I  have found that the  
mansubat in this Sura occur in (1802) locations, exceeding both the majrorat 
(words governed by prepositions) which occur in 1300 locations  or marfo at 
(words in the nominative form) which occur in 630 locations.  

Hence, this study discusses the occurrence of mansubat in Surat al Baqara 
from the grammatical perspective. As mentioned above, in terms of sheer number, 
the mansubat exceeded both the Marfo at (subjects) and Majrorat in this Sura, 
which is the largest in the entire Holy Book of Islam.   

The study is also aimed at exploring the views of some grammar scholars and 
linguists in this regard by examining classical language references such as al-
Kitab of Sibawei, Sharh al Mufassal of Ibn Ya esh, al Mugtadab of Mubarred, 
Sharh shuthur al thahab of Ibn Hisham, and many other books grammar.  

The study also aims to study the mansubat first from the theoretical 
perspective and second  determine their occurrences throughout the Sura. Then the 
study discusses the various grammatical possibilities of each accusative as it occurs 
in its respective location. In doing so, I sought to underscore the miraculous and 
inimitable Quranic style.  

In addition to a brief forward, this study occurs in six chapters.  

The forward discusses the views of philologists on factors that make the 
accusative what it is as well the Harakat (a, o, e) in the Arabic language. It also 
discusses the widespread occurrence of mansubat in Arabic and gives some 
explanations in this regard.  

Chapter I  discusses the mansubat in Arabic and their significance, which are 
as follows:  

1- objects (mafo olat) and their varieties. 
2- Circumstantial phrase (hal) or tam yiz (specification). 
3- Nasb with Nawasikh (omitted but implied verbal pronouns)  
4- Accusatives by implied prepositions as well verbs such Kana and Kada. 
5-  The nasb of the present verb.  

In this chapter, I also discussed the definition of Mansubat literally and 
idiomatically as well as their semantic and philological significance.  

Chapter II discusses object forms in Surat al Baqara which occurred in 1128 
locations, as follows: 



  
1: Maf oul bih (standard object) ( 883 locations) 
2: Maf oul fih (in-object) (142 locations) 
3: Maf oul Le ajleh (for-Object), (16 locations) 
4: Maf oul Mutlaq (replicated and asserted object) (33 locations) 
5: Igrha (1) 
6: Specification (1 location) 
7: exception, (13 locations) 
8: Munada a or noun in the vocative form (39 locations)  

Chapter III includes a discussion of Hal and Tamyiz in Sura al Baqara. In fact, 
it can be said that Hal occurred in the sura in 130 locations, while Tamyiz  occurred 
in six locations.  

Chapter IV discusses the mansubat by aborogatives, as follows:   

1: the verb Kana (was) and its sisters, which occurred in 67 locations.  

2: The verb Kada (was about to), which occurred in two locations.  

3: Ma, which functions as the verb la isa, which occurred in 12 locations.  

4: the verb In na and sisters, which occurred in 144 locations.  

5: the verbal noun which occurred in 25 locations.  

6: the verb Thanna (thought) and sisters, which occurred in 68 locations.  

Chapter V discusses accusatives of Tawabi a (annexes), as follows: 
1: N at (adjective), which occurred in 33 locations. 
2: Tawkkid (assertion), in one location. 
3: Badal, substitute, occurred in 20 locations. 
4: Atf (conjunction)  occurred in 55 locations. 
5: Nasb of Naz khafed in 27 locations.  

Chapter VI discusses the present verb occurring in the accusative form, as 
follows: 

1: the present verb in the accusative form occurred in 39 locations.  

2: the present verb made in the accusative form by a vowel, occurred in five 
locations  

3:  the present verb made into the accusative form by omitting the noon and 
it occurred in 40 locations.  

Finally, I hope that this study will make an additional contribution to the 
field of Quranic studies and facilitate further research in this regard.
