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Evaluation of the used mechanisms for the implementation of food 

security projects by the active institutes in the Jenin District, from  

beneficiariesô perspective 

 

Abstract  

 
This study aimed at evaluating the mechanics followed in implementing food security 

programmes by institutions working in Jenen governorate, from the point of view of the 

beneficiaries, according to a group of dependent and independent variables. 

 

This was carried out through, asking about; the reality of these institutions working in the 

field of food security in the Jenen governorate. In terms of the  nature of these institutions 

and the nature of their work, number of projects completed, nature of the implemented 

projects, and to how much these institutions observe the Palestinian National Authority 

plan for development, level of coordination between these institutions and the national 

institutions and the mechanics implemented by these institutions in executing their 

programmes.  In addition, to identify the degree of the evaluation mechanism implemented 

for achieving food security by these institutions working in the Jenen governorate. From 

the point of view of the beneficiaries, and through finding out the differences in the degree 

of evaluating mechanism implemented for achieving food security by these institutions 

working in Jenen governorate.  In addition to the point of view  of the beneficiaries 

according to the following variables : sex, social status, qualifications, number of training 

programmes , number of family members,  number of projects and the nature of the 

beneficiary work. 

 

The study was conducted in the period between April (2008) and April (2009). The 

population of the study included all managers/heads of institutions working in the area of 

food security in the Jenin governorate, and they were (7) in number. In addition to all 

individuals who benefited from the programmes of these institutions and they were (900) 

beneficiaries. From three villages in the east of the city and three other villages in the west, 

and villages in the eastern part are Al Zababda, Raba, Al Maghir, where as the  Western 

villages are Zboba, Altaybah, Rommana  and these are the most targeted villages, for  food 

security projects in Jenen governorate, in the period between 2000 and 2007. Moreover, 

because of the small size of the members of society from managers/chairpersons of the 

institutions working in the area of food security in the Jenin governorate, the researcher 

conducted a comprehensive survey of all members of society who were seven 

managers/heads. A regular random sample was selected reaching up to 182 beneficiaries  

which comes up to (20%) of the community of the beneficiaries from these programmes 

that provided by institutions working in the area of food security in the Jenin governorate. 

The field descriptive research was followed in this study.  

 

A questionnaire with two sections was constructed to collect the data. The first section was 

devoted to the personal data of the population of the study where as the second section was 

devoted to items of the questionnaire in order to evaluate the mechanics followed in 

implementing the food security projects by the institutions working in Jenen governorate 

from the point of view of the beneficiaries. And to find out the differences in their point of 

view regarding the sex of the beneficiary, social status, qualifications, number of training 

programmes  he participated in , number of projects  he benefited from and the number of 

the family supported by him and the nature of the beneficiary work.

The questionnaire consisted of 44 items distributed into four domains. The first domain is 

the suitability of the programmes to the actual needs of the beneficiaries, the second 

domain is the criterion of the selection of the beneficiaries, the third domain is the variant 

programmes and their ability to achieve food security, and the fourth domain is  the ability 

of the provided programmes to continue. The regular random sampling process was chosen 

to select the sample, and the statistical package for social sciences (SPSS) was used to data 

analysis. The most important findings of the study was the total degree of the beneficiaries 

evaluation of the programmes provided by the institutions working in the field of food 

security in Jenen governorate was good and acceptable to some extent.  

 

There were no statistical differences at the (0.05 =a) between the degrees of the 

beneficiaries evaluation of the mechanism implemented for achieving food security by the 

institutions working in   the Jenen governorate; according to the variable of the sex of the 

beneficiary, number of the family members supported by the beneficiary, number of  the 

training programmes attended by the beneficiary. The variable of the number of the 

programmes the beneficiary benefited from, and the variable of the social status of the 

beneficiary, and that is at the level of the total degree.  And on the level of each domain of 

the secondary domains except the domain concerned with the ability of the programmes to 

continue and that was to the benefit of the married beneficiaries.   

 

There were statistical differences at the statistical level (0.05=a) between the degree of the 

beneficiaries evaluation of the mechanisms followed in achieving food security by the 

institutions working in the Jenen governorate. According to the variable of educational  

qualification, the type of the beneficiaries work at the  level of  the total degree , and the 

level of  each secondary domain except the domain concerned with the suitability of the 

programmes for the actual needs of the beneficiaries. It was indicated also that the number 

of the institutions working in the field of food security in the region of the study was little 

and , and it does not exceed more than seven , and the number of provider institutions were 

five institutions only, and the others were provider and executors and they t are very few.   
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
