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Abstract:  

 
This study aimed at exposing the impact of the integrated teaching in developing 

the skills of reading comprehension and writing in the English language among 

elementary school female students with learning disabilities. The study population 

was elementary sixth grade female students with learning disabilities in the 

Jerusalem Suburbs Directorate. The study sample was purposive and limited to 7 

female students. The study has employed empirical research for the purposes of the 

study. To achieve the studyôs objectives, the following instruments were used: an 

achievement test for reading comprehension skills, and a writing skill achievement 

test. 

The validity of the study instruments was verified by presenting it to a group of 

arbitrators. The reliability was also verified appropriately. The results have 

indicated the presence of statistically significant differences between the medians 

of the skills of reading comprehension and writing in the English language among 

elementary sixth grade female students with learning disabilities. These differences 

are attributed to the variable of the educational program that is based on integrative 

education in favor of the post-test.  

In light of the study results, the researcher recommended that it is essential to 

design educational programs that are based on integrative education for its impact 

in developing the skills of reading comprehension and writing skills, and take the 

advantages of integrative learning into consideration in teaching, and the necessity 

to train teachers to create linkage between academic subjects.
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
