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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at identifying science teacher’s democratic beliefs, and
whether those beliefs are differ in light of (sex, years of experience,
qualification, directorate, specialization).

To achieve the aim of the study the researcher used questionnaire consisted of
three dimensions (freedom, equality and justice). The validity and reliability
of the questionnaire has been tested, Then applied on a stratified sample,
consisting of (389) teachers in the school year (2008/2009).

The data was calculated using means, standard deviations, Independent
sample t-test and one way ANOVA..

The results of the study showed that the level of science teachers
democratic beliefs in general was moderate, and that there were differences in
science teachers democratic beliefs due to sex and major in favor to females
and education, and there were no differences due to years of experience,
qualification and directorate.

The researcher recommended that teacher training courses should be included
in the universities and colleges programs to raise the level of science teacher’s
democratic beliefs, and the need to emphasize the role of democracy in the

construction of the individual, society and human civilization.
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
