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Abstract

The significance of this study is to shed the light on the educational reality and condition
in the city of Jerusalem. In my study, I will describe the challenges that education in the
city faces. My concentration will be on the role of the Israeli policies in creating and
magnifying these challenges and how they would affect the future of the city and the future

generations.

In my study, I used the quantitative method of research in order to analyze the gathered
data. The resources of the data included the Israeli Bureau of Statistics, the Palestinian
Central Bureau of Statistics, statistics published on the website of the Jerusalem
Municipality (in Hebrew), in addition to other reports and statistics published by
international organizations and Palestinian personalities related to education in Jerusalem ,

These statistics ara also compared with its counterpart in the west bank.

The outcome of this study was that the education sector in Jerusalem suffers serious
problems and challenges due to various reasons. Of these reasons is the lack of sufficient
classes and schools, so the shortage of classrooms for the academic year (2010-2011) about
(1500) room, and there is (3768) students in the city of Jerusalem without the umbrella of
educational. This lack increases the dropout rates from schools — Note that the dropout is
high in the city of Jerusalem approximately 50% in the stage above primary -, The study
also demonstrated that there is a clear discrepancy in Rate of Successful students’acording
schools supervisors,the study has obtained that the official schools of the municipality and
the Israeli knowledge - which it taught in their ranks about 67% of students in Jerusalem -
on the lower success rate and was requested at the lowest rates, , which were mainly shown
in a comparative study of high school results (Tawjihi). Also the Lack of single body for
education in Jerusalem will not necessarily impact negatively on education in the city but
provides an opportunity for choice and excellence. Although there is no Significant
differences in Educational level between jerusalem and west bank as the study showed
reached the degree of correlation between two variables (0.83%), which were mainly
shown in the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics. due to the numerous sides
supervising Through investigating the root of these problems, it became clear that the role
of the Israeli policies executed in the city and in particular in the sector of education
contributed in the creatining and the increasing of these problems. The study shows that

there is an intended neglect in education by the Israeli authorities in order to weaken the



educational sector and to tighten its grip on the city. Moreover, the Israelis opened the
space for the residents of the city to work and improve their economic life as a method to
diminish the appetite and the attitude towards learning. More important is that the
Palestinian government does not take its responsibility and is neglecting the educational
sector in Jerusalem by not paying it the appropriate attention nor does it support or

supervise it.

The current position of the educational sector makes it difficult to put a thorough planning
for the future of education in Jerusalem, So (the residents of Jerusalem) have to correct the
present conditions and the educational structure of the city by themselves using all possible
means in order to develop themselves socially, culturally, politically and economically, and

most importantly in order to preserve their and the city’s Arab characteristics and identity.
