The study aimed to investigate the opinions of teachers in Eas

Jerusalem towards violence at schools regarding the spread of the
phenomena in order to bring some suggestions how to deal with it. 7

study tried to answer the following questions:

1- Is there any difference in attitudes of teachers towards violeme

due to sex? '

2- Is there any difference in attitudes of teachers towards violeme

due to school kind?

3- Is there any difference in attitudes of teachers towards violeme

due to sex of school?

4- Is there any difference in attitudes of teachers towards viole I

due to teaching level?

To answer these questions a random sample was selected from |
secondary schools (Palestinian schools (PNA), private schools of Iss
municipality. The population of the study was 1836 teachers and
sample was 232. A questionnaire was used to gather the data wh
consisted of four parts. Part one consisted of general information ak
teachers such as sex and age. Part two consisted of some informs
about the school. Part three consisted of teacher’s opinions
violence, and part four was about methods of preventing violeme
schools.

After collecting the data, it was analyzed by using SPSS-PC. The ams
included frequencies, percentage, means, standard ‘deviations,

Fmally the results showed that there were a significant difference at .05
in school information due to teacher’s level of education.

The study ended by a number of suggestions and recommendations.

There is a need to conduct another study which should investigate other
variables and include more schools to investigate their percepti
towards violence.

It is important that parents and teachers work together in order to d
with violence in schools.
